Explore impressive Stirling Castle, situated on
a volcanic outcrop on the River Forth, and hear
of the castle’s turbulent history, featuring great
figures from Scotland’s past, such as William
Wallace, Robert the Bruce, and Mary, Queen of
Scots.

Behold Behold Inveraray Castle, home of the
Duke and Duchess of Argyll and their young
family.

See Culloden Battlefield, which was the site of
the last battle of the Jacobite Rising.

Visit the Palace of Holyroodhouse, the late
Queen Elizabeth II's official residence in
Scotland. Founded as a monastery in 1128, this
property was once the home of Mary, Queen of
Scots from 1561 to 1567.

Visit the breathtaking Glamis Castle—the
legendary setting for Shakespeare’s Macbeth,
the childhood home of Queen Elizabeth’s

mother, and the birthplace of Princess Margaret.

Embrace the charming town of St. Andrews—
home to Scotland’s oldest and most prestigious
university and the birthplace of golf, first played
600 years ago.

Witness the impressive showcase of military
pipes and drums, Highland dancers, and
marching formations of the celebrated
Edinburgh Tattoo.
